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VARIATIONS IN THE SANSKRIT & THE ENGLISH
GRAMMAR SYSTEMS

®.Dr. Narayanan E. R.

(Sanskrit Grammar, the Paninian in particular, is enriched with its
brevity, non-ambiguity, meaningful and logically sound to the effect,
is one of the best grammatical system of the Semitic dialects are
failing to compet with the completedness of the Sanskrit grammar.
Here the auther is trying to distinguish between the two systems of
grammar, of English and Sanskrit. The disadvantages of the English
Grammar have been highlighted here in comparison with the
logically sound Sanskrit Grammatical System.)

THEORY OF LANGUAGE EVOLUTION

The theory on the evolution: The origin of PIE to Vedic Sanskrit,
postulating that it is very pure, and that the origin of common Proto-Indo-
European is traced back to the Indus Valley Civilization of ca. 3000 BC.
ADVANTAGES OF SANSKRIT GRAMMAR

Sir William Jones said in 1786: “The Sanskrit language, whatever be its
antiquity, is of a wonderful structure; more perfect than the Greek, more
copious than the Latin, and more exquisitely refined than either, yet bearing to
both of them a stronger affinity, both in the roots of verbs and the forms of
grammar, than could possibly have been produced by accident; so strong
indeed, that no philologer could examine them all three, without believing
them to have sprung from some common source, which, perhaps, no longer
exists: there is a similar reason, though not quite so forcible, for supposing that
both the Gothic and the Celtic, though blended with a very different idiom, had
the same origin with the Sanskrit; and the old Persian might be added to the
same family”
LOGIC AND REASONING IN SANSKRIT GRAMMAR

Logic and reasoning are applied in the Paninian grammar with a view
to establishing its authenticity. Reasoning in mathematical puzzles is applied
logically. Grammatical applications are rationally justified and where there
should be no scope for inappropriate entries of rules. The scientific status has
been established in the appropriate applications of the rules either in order, or
to the contextual relevance. With a view to establishing the scientific status of
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the Paninian grammar, we consider a few Paribhasas out of 134 discussed by
Nagojibhatta/Nagesabhatta in his monumental work— Paribhasendu-$§ekhara
and the rules applied with their nature of function where there is no scope for
confusion, or any other no scope for inappropriate application which may
harm the unique and established structure of grammar. The functional
purposes of the Paribhasas are precisely like: “a lightening lamp shines itself
and enlightens the objects around.” There are a few of such rules based on the
common popular maxims adapted to the grammar for its functional accuracy.
Among the ascending order of the rules in the 7(th of the text, the latter rules
in order is dominant when one is challenged with the other and fight for
appropriate relevance to the context to have desirable form. It says : “Purva,
Para, Nitya, Antaranga and Apavada are increasingly powerful that each of the
previous.” Para (preceding) dominates the Purva (succeeding) with the
authenticity of the rule: “The succeeding rule is dominant over the
preceding”—vipratisédhé param karyam. When vrksa + bhyas are applied to
have the form vrksébhyah: then dirgha is dominated by etvam due to the Para
rule.
LIMITATIONS OF THE ENGLISH GRAMMAR

The correlation of grammatical materials is based on the concept of
grammar teaching with the concept of sentences; so that every one can devise
new and correct sentences themselves. There are three ways in limited forms
such as the Structure, System and function of English Grammar.

Comprehensively, the following features are the nature and the scope
of the English Grammar system. They are: Interpretation, idiom, grammar,
phrases, noun, verb, adverb, adjuncts, sentences and clauses. short stories,
essays, poems, drama, precies etc., notes, summaries, qualifiers, modifiers,
groups-adverbial, prepositional, verbal. speech-reported and direct,
punctuations such as apostrostophe, capitals, full stops, commas, columns,
semi-columns, inverted commas for quotations etc. regular & irregular forms
etc.
ADVANTAGES OF ENGLISH GRAMMAR

Learning English grammar helps one to understand how words can
create difficult meanings and how controlled literary effects are created. Those
who are more analytical and receptive readers, they need the help of the
grammar. To gain a greater appreciation for literature, and as a result, readers
can better-appreciate any type of poetry with the insights they gain by having
a knowledge of linguistic terms. Grammar skills enhance writing and text
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interpretation. Knowledge of grammar also allows for better speaking skills.
Those who speak well tend to sound more mature and professional. With a
view to improving the quality of one’s language application, different
perspectives show how grammar can be beneficial in many ways - by allowing
deeper personal appreciation of literature, and by presenting one’s self as
being more advanced. Consistency in meaning and form of any language is the
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basis for communication.

DISADVANTAGES ENGLISH GRAMMAR

The configuration of grammar may make the language learning

experience uninspiring and boring.

By the way, the non-awareness about the configuration and the
fundamentals of grammar leads one into a state of sense of frustration
through the struggle to express oneself at the most basic level.

Such confidence level affects one’s self motivation to go beyond
grammar analogies, translations and other written exercises.

Lack of correlation of grammar to the various contexts of Classics in
that language, leads to the thought of grammar is being uninspiring and
boring.
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CONCLUSION

If we compare these two systems of grammars it is quite clear that
Sanskrit grammar is well enriched in itself with its logical framework applied
in Vedic and Classical literature; whereas, in brief, the English literature is
limited moreover to the interpretations in general.

The lacks of logical applications of rules on the basis of their strength
make the English grammar inferior to that of Sanskrit. It also shows that how
the literature of both systems differ in their richness in all types of sections of
grammar.

Bouma shape

Bouma shape named after the Dutch psychologist Herman Bouma]
refers to the overall outline or shape of a word - Herman Bouma discussed the
role of ‘global word shape in his word recognition experiment conducted in
1973- Theories of bouma shape became popular in word recognition
suggesting people recognize words from the shape the letters make in a group
relative to each other - This contrasts the idea that letters are read
individually- Instead via prior exposure people become familiar with outlines
and thereby recognize them the next time they are presented with the same
word or bouma
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Parallel recognition vs- serial recognition

Parallel letter recognition is the most widely accepted model of word
recognition by psychologists today. In this model all letters within a group are
perceived simultaneously for word recognition. In contrast the serial
recognition model proposes that letters are recognized individually one by one
before being integrated for word recognition. It predicts that single letters are
identified faster and more accurately than many letters together as in a word-
However this model was rejected because it cannot explain the word
superiority effect which states that readers can identify letters more quickly
and accurately in the context of a word rather than in isolation.

Neural networks of word recognition

A more modern approach to word recognition has been based on
recent research on neuron functioning. The visual aspects of a word such as
horizontal and vertical lines or curves are thought to activate word &
recognizing receptors. From those receptors neural signals are sent to either
excite or inhibit connections to other words in a person’s memory. The words
with characters that match the visual representation of the observed word
receive excitatory signals. As the mind further processes the appearance of the
word inhibitory signals simultaneously reduce activation to words in one’s
memory with a dissimilar appearance, This neural strengthening of
connections to relevant letters and words as well as the simultaneous
weakening of associations with irrelevant ones eventually activates the correct
word as part of word recognition in the neural network.

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DRAMATIC PURPOSE OF SUPERNATURAL INTERVENTION IN
THE PLAYS OF KALIDASA AND SHAKESPEARE

(The audio-visionary concept of drama is enriched with the literary world.
Both Shakespeare and Kalildasa have enriched English and Sanskrit
literatures with their wonderful talents to express the emotions of the
fundamental nature of all living beings. Here the author is attempting to
convey the differences between the styles of the literary compositions of
Shakespere and Kalidasa. Mythology, supernatural elements,
Metamorphosis and the signs of supernatural characters in the dramas of
Shakespeare and Kalidasa are being analyzed here with a meticulous vision
of thought.)

Kalidasa and Shakespeare, the two eminent names in the firmament of
literature, have received a response among the world’s befitting dramatists.
Widely separated by time and cultural heritage, as they are, Kalidasa’s dramas
the Abhijnanasakuntalam, the Vikramorvashiyam, the Malavikagnimitram and
Shakespeare’s Romances Pericles, Cymbeline, the Winter’'s Tale and the
Tempest offer many grounds for comparison as far as their portrayal of
supernatural elements is concerned. Their venture on the use of supernatural
elements puts an indelible signature engraved in a bold style which makes
them widely read dramatists whose reputation extends far beyond their
respective countries. There is a large element of the universal in both of them.
Their knowledge of human nature and portrayal of human character are
immeasurably subtler and profounder than any other writer. Taking into
account the mingled strands of good and bad that go to fashion the fabric of
human life, they always present the ultimate triumph of the inexorable moral
willgiving a happy ending to the plays. Despite a modern disbelief in the
supernatural, we respond to its dramatic use in their plays, and find in it a
symbol of obscure regions of the human psyche. The supernatural power has
been exercised so easily, naturally and spontaneously that it never gives us an
impression of effort. Both the dramatists in their plays speak for the need for
patience in adversity and the importance of providence in human affairs. This
visionary conception outweighs any given individual’s fate or even the
development of individual personalities. This paper is an attempt to examine
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and explore the use of supernatural intervention which is done to devise a
dramatic grouping of characters.

Kalidasa as well as Shakespeare have evoked the feeling of wonder in
their literary compositions by the manifestation of divine or semi-divine
characters. However, the status of the supernatural characters is not the same.
While Shakespeare has made use of the supernatural as a subtle and
mysterious poetical atmosphere, cast like a spell in his dramas, yet, viewing it
from the purely dramatic standpoint, as a motive force to human action, he has
used it precisely. Shakespeare has depicted characters suffused with the
supernatural powers and divine qualities like Prospero, Ariel, Caliban,
Cerimon etc. Kalidasa has gone a step forward as his divine characters
themselves play leading role in plays like the Abhijnanasakuntalam and the
Vikramorvashiya. Kalidasa seems to retain these supernatural characters and
also the particular marvellous powers associated with them as integral part of
the story. The references to the supernatural elements indicate that human life
is governed, at least to some extent, by destiny.

Both Shakespeare and Kalidasa derive their material from mythology,
legends and anecdotes where the supernatural elements are intricately mixed
with natural and human elements. They have an amazing genius for words and
show unrivalled powers of expression. The beauty of words, the aptness and
originality of phrases, the wealth of striking similes and metaphors, the felicity
of language, the richness and sweetness of voice - these are found in their
plays to an astonishing degree.

The supernatural elements figure conspicuously in both Kalidasa’s and
Shakespeare’s plays. In the Abhijnanasakuntalam, the curse of Durvasas is of
course a central supernatural element which sows the seeds of conflict in the
smooth course of love in Dushyanta and Sakuntala. In spite of their carefulness
and nobility, the curse affects Dushyanta and Sakuntala; and Kalidasa has
shown that it comes not as a heavenly mishap, but as a natural consequence of
some mistake on the part of Dushyanta and Sakuntala. Similarly,
Shakespeare’s last romantic plays are full of spirits, heavenly Gods, omens and
portents. Many peculiar happenings occur in their plays due to supernatural
elements, superseding the ordinary laws of nature but misfortune is averted
and happy ending is brought through supernatural interventions. Sometimes
the supernatural leads a total transformation of the characters. In the
Abhijnanasakuntalam, the device of curse protects the Dushyanta from being
transformed into a vicious character and strengthens him as a profound moral
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being. Similarly, the oracle in Shakespeare’s plays leads a jealous person like
Leontes to penitence and reconciliation finally to achieve the higher purpose
in the end. Shakespeare himself realized “that happiness was possible only
through miracles and divine interventions” (Datta 183). It is imperative to
note here that supernatural happenings provide the necessary stimulus for all
the significant turns of events in their plays. In the plays of both Shakespeare
and Kalidasa, there is a divine voice working that causes reunion. Thus
supernatural is the major source of plot construction in their plays.

In addition to thematic similarities, there are also a few technical
similarities between Shakespeare’s Romances and Kalidasa’s plays. They
followed no narrow rules; they saw that in life, there was a mixture of tragedy
and comedy, and they wanted their dramas to be a copy of life. In these plays
the main action is triggered off by a force or power that is beyond the control
of the protagonist. In Pericles, for example, it is a riddle, which when explained
by Pericles, involves him in intrigues of King Antiochus. Pericles subsequent
escapades are all caused by this riddle episode. Similarly, in the
Abhijnanasakuntalam, the heroine’s loss of ring and the consequent loss of
husband are caused by sage Durvasas’ curse.

The supernatural manifests itself at many levels in their plays. The
plays are full of vitality, keep the interest alive, and reveal great warmth and
humanity. Love is the chief pastime of the main characters but they experience
much rough and tumble before ultimate success. The main plot is always
woven with sub-plots which not only supplement the interest in the chief
characters but also brings the main subject into prominence and also relieves
the situation of its tones of melancholy and tragedy.

In Pericles also, in the end, Pericles recognizes Marina as his own
daughter. Diana, the moon Goddess, appears to him in a vision and directs him
to her temple at Ephesus in Act V, Scene IIl. There Pericles identifies the
priestess of the temple his own Thaisa and Marina unites with her mother.
Thus supernatural direction not only provides a happy ending but also gives a
good turn to the story. Pericles instantly obeys the divine ordinance which
helps him to reunite with his lost wife and daughter. The Goddess Diana gives
him such directions as bring about the denouement.

In the Vikramorvashiyam, the metamorphosis is preceded by a
supernatural agency, where anintangible sagely voice admonishes Pururavas
to grasp sangamaneeya, the diamond of union. The King with a jewel in his
hand embraces a certain creeper and metamorphosis is undone and Urvashi
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regains her form. The King pardons her, thus the play ends on a happy note.
Kalidasa introduces Narada, an adored puranic figure, at the end of the play to
bring nirvahana in the last juncture of the story and to ensure the union of
Pururava and Urvashi. The danger is averted only through the intervention of
Indra. Narada arrives with the message of Indra that the King should not lay
down his sceptre so soon, as Indra still needs his heroic services and that
Urvashi would standby him till death. Thus the play ends happily with Rambha
making provisions and preparations for the crowning ceremony of prince
Ayus as Yuvaraja, which the great Indra himself has arranged. After conveying
the divine message, the young prince, Ayus is crowned as the Yuvaraja, the son
of the immortal and the mortal couple.

In the Abhijnanasakuntalam, at the end of the fifth act, we notice that a
celestial light in female shape descends from heaven and carries away
Sakuntala to the Apsaras- tirtha. Between the fifth and sixth acts, a
considerable interval of six years has passed and there is no information about
Sakuntala. In such circumstances, Sanumati, a heavenly nymph serves to bring
the necessary news. Sanumati is thus a communicating link between Sakuntala
and Dushyanta. Sakuntala is observing the vow of a ‘Virahini’ and on the other
hand, Dushyanta is also deeply grieved, but is helpless and repenting over his
past deeds for repudiating Sakuntala. A welcome diversion is created at this
time by Matali, Indra’s charioteer, who arrives with a message from his master
to Dushyanta to come and proceed forthwith to do battle with certain
troublesome demons, the enemies of the King of Gods. Matali’s intervention
prepares an inevitable step towards the reunion of Sakuntala and Dushyanta.
Sakuntala is already in the divine region, and cannot climb down to meet
Dushyanta. He must therefore be lifted upto her. The invitation which Matali
has brought thus accomplishes the purpose by giving Dushyanta an
opportunity to go to heaven. The play depicts that the divinity not only
governs our life but takes interest in it. The Gods are taking keen interest in
effecting the reunion of Dushyanta and Sakuntala. Thus humanity and Divinity
work together in harmony.

Similarly, In the Cymbeline, Imogen Posthumus story could have ended
on a tragic note without supernatural intervention. Posthumus in prison,
deeply grieved for the supposed death of his wife on his orders, falls asleep. In
Act V, Scene 4, a vision of gods and mortals appears to Posthumus, and a
written tablet is left, upon whose interpretation depends the denouement.
While this is one of the most delightful dramas the master has left us, it is pure
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supernaturalism of the poetic kind. The vaguely providential force that, in the
earlier comedies, seems to safeguard the characters and bring about a happy
resolution is here specifically identified with divine protection, and in several
of the plays this immortal force is theatrically incarnated, as in Jupiter’s
appearance in a dream at the end of Cymbeline. Such instances of theophany,
or the appearance of a god or goddess, attest to the religious affinities of
Shakespearean romance. At the end of Cymbeline, the sleeping hero dreams
that Jupiter descends from above and explains to his family why their son has
had to endure such misery: "Whom best I love, I cross; to make my gift, / the
more delayed, delighted" (S.4.101-02). The God insists that waiting for
fulfillment intensifies the emotion, that the more difficult the trial, the more
satisfying the victory. But Jupiter appears in a character’s dream, distanced
from the audience andeven from the reality of the play-world. In other words,
the deity’s appearance is a form of illusion occurring within a play that is itself
an illusion. This dramatic tactic confirms the principle that the choice of a
mode implies particular meanings about the world and the human experience
of it. By turning at the end of his career to stories of fantasy and magic,
Shakespeare has committed himself not only to the power of the imaginary,
but also to the value of fiction in general. This turn to romance is especially
revealing because the tragedies seem obsessed with the perils and deceits of
illusion.

In the Winter’s Tale, Hermione is accused of high treason in having
committed adultery with Polixenes and having conspired with Camillo against
Leontes, her royal husband. However, she denies all charges against her. She
argues her case with a subdued eloquence, showing a scorn for death but a
deep concern for her honour. But Leontes brushes aside all her arguments. He
remains totally unaffected by Antigonus’ as well as Paulina’s arguments also.
His obsession of jealousy is terrifying in its intensity. At this critical moment,
Apollo’s oracle declares her chaste; Polixenes innocent; Camillo, a loyal
subject; Leontes a jealous tyrant and the newly born baby Leontes’ legitimate
issue. Thus, all doubts are resolved.

Hermione, dead, or apparently dead, for sixteen years, has been
memorialized in a statue, and as her penitent husband, the one responsible
forher death, stands before it, the statue comes to life. This spectacular
momentcould be terrifying: as Paulina puts it, ". . . you'll think / (Which I
protestagainst) I am assisted / By wicked powers" (5.3.89-91). But instead of a
demonicshow, Paulina presents her audiences, both onstage and in the
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theater, with what amounts to a miracle. The appropriate response is spiritual
wonder atan act of grace. As Paulina also says, "It is requir’d / You do awake
your faith"(5.3.94-95). A statue, a work of art, an imitation of life, suddenly
becomes"real," a miracle that occurs in a play that is itself an imitation of life, a
fictionin which imaginary persons come to life for the pleasure of a
credulousaudience. Shakespeare prizes the indistinguishability of the illusory
and theactual. The artificiality of all experience, with Providence as the artist,
the divine playwright, is the great theme of Shakespeare’s last phase.

In the Tempest, Prospero is credited with the power of a medieval
magician. He uses his magic for the beneficial purpose of bringing the sinner to
repentance, of furthering love and goodwill etc. Prospero, however, does not
use his supernatural powers for an evil purpose but only for a noble cause. Not
merely the atmosphere and setting is magical in the play, all is spell, charm
and incantation. The most essential parts of the plot are worked out by
supernatural means. Indeed, there is such dignity and mobility in the exercise
of Prospero’s supernatural powers that he appears as a beneficent providence
and certainly not as magician with evil motifs. The usurpation of Antonio, the
banishment of Prospero and Miranda and their landing upon a desert island,
the voyage of the King of Naples, the storm, the shipwreck, the escape, the
dispersal upon the island, the conspiracies of Antonio and Caliban, the sweet
and natural courtship of Ferdinand and Miranda, and the denouement,
romantic in themselves, are the ordinary facts of life that are well represented
with the help of magical intervention.

Similarly in the Malavikagnimitram, Kalidasa delineates the story with
a touch of supernatural flavour. Kalidasa has beautifully narrated the Ashoka-
Dohada episode in Act III for his dramatic purpose of culminating the conjugal
union of the lovers, Malavika and Agnimitra. There is always a heaven
presiding over the fates of the characters in Kalidasa's plays. His fantastic
presentation of characters could be attributed to his fascination with all things
mystical and mythical. His plays became incredibly popular and accepted
because he understood the people and the way people thought, and so
stretched to the supernatural during his lifetime.The narration in the final act
of the play is partly used for gathering the scattered threads of the dramatic
story and for clarifying the mystery surrounding Malavika. An unexpected
revelation causes a pleasant surprise and leads the story to a happy
conclusion. Incidentally, Malavika’s disguise as a serving maid is expounded as
a necessary outcome of an astrological prediction. Kalidasa has covered the
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propriety of the incidence under the formula of Siddhadesa. Social acceptance
of such supernatural forces was very well known to the author. It is, therefore,
that he punctuated his drama with the simple device of Siddhadesa in order to
stimulate the element of suspense in the love story.

The music of the supernatural is highly ornamental device which
embellishes the plays of both the dramatists and at the same time it serves to
provide a delectable entertainment in the plays. There is a strange unearthly
music, which characterizes all their plays. This music is multipurpose music;
and it serves to enhance the dramatic purpose in their plays. This supernatural
music adds to the joyous atmosphere and it has a sublime or spiritual
character.

To sum up, both the dramatists lean strongly towards a highly poetical
use of the supernatural which is a recurring aspect in their plays. It forms an
integral part of the structure of the plot. It provides a catalyst for action, an
insight into character, and augments the impact of many key scenes. The
supernatural appears to the audience in many varied forms and appeals to
their curiosity of the mysterious and thus strengthens their interest.
Encounters with the supernatural are also more direct and emphatic. The
main characters must endure a series of hazards and trials that lead ultimately
to success and reward. The ending isnot only happy but joyous, even
revelatory and the progression to that ending are much more arduous than in
traditional comedy. At the conclusion of hero’s trials, magic or the
supernatural contributes to the ending, often creating a sense of miracle. Thus,
supernatural elements serve the dramatic purpose of giving a happy ending to
the story by both the writers. Very often these elements intervene in the play
when the human beings feel very helpless and they have to face a critical
situation. Their sudden intervention in the plays saves the characters from an
ugly situation in their dramas and prepares an inevitable step towards their
reunion and reconciliation.
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A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF KALIDASA’S ABHIJINANASAKUNTALAM
AND SHAKESPEARE'S - THE TEMPEST

(Those who have bestowed with the greatness of inborn talents, the legends
like Shakespeare and Kalidasa, the poet cum dramastists are the boons to
the literary world. Here the author attempts to read in between the lines of
the Abhijnanasakuntalam and the Tempest with a view to receiving the
impact on the contexts of romance, depiction of nature, love, characters of
drama, role of suspernatural forces etc. Both legends are here being proved
as the perfect literary artists, applicable to any era of the literary world.)

Great men are those whose relevance outlives their earthly sojourn not
just by decades but by centuries. Shakespeare and Kalidasa share this distinct
claim to greatness. Their writings are masterpieces that evince not only
artistic excellence but also the quality of serving the interests of the human
mind. Though these celebrities belong to different ages and cultures, they have
many similarities in thematic and artistic approach to writing drama. The
study of their dramas reveals their inspiring multifaceted personalities. The
works of Kalidasa and Shakespeare had an equal appreciation of the graces,
refinements and sanctities of human life. They were men of wide and
extensive experience.

Kalidasa and William Shakespeare are the greatest poets and
dramatists that the world has ever produced. In the realm of literature they
reign supreme. Kalidasa is perhaps the most famous poet from ancient India.
His prolific writings are comparable to William Shakespeare in their sheer
canvas, dimension and beauty. Englishmen regard Shakespeare as the greatest
poet and dramatist the world has ever produced. Indians similarly pay the
same compliment to Kalidasa. Indeed, both Shakespeare and Kalidasa are
poets of the world. Although they belong to different times and nationalities,
they are for all time and universal.

In both English and Sanskrit fields of drama, Shakespeare and Kalidasa
have contributed immensely and a thorough study of the two dramas The
Tempest and the Abhijnanasakuntalam proves that their works have got a
universal recognition and also that both of them play a significant role in
achieving literary greatness by their marvellous writings. The great portrayals
of characters and thematic expressions in their dramas have made them
immortal. Comparative literary studies enable one to bring to light universal
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virtues, truths and aesthetic excellence, which each literature possesses.
Kalidasa and Shakespeare are the supreme exponents of the national life in
one of its most glorious epochs and their works are not merely the scripture of
the lovers of beauty but form a storehouse and treasury of Indian and English
conceptions of domestic, social, civil and political perfection.

In this research paper, an attempt has been made to make a
comparative study of Shakespeare's drama the Tempest and Kalidasa's
Sakuntalam. These two plays are the last plays written by the dramatists and
belong to the group of plays called 'romance'. The research paper aims at
analyzing the two dramas in order not only to bring to light the homologous
found in their works but also to prove that both the theme and the technique
in which they are conveyed have many things in common. In The Tempest
and the Abhijnanasakuntalam, the themes of love, supernatural elements,
repudiation and reunion are very similar and both plays have been regarded
as the greatest glories of the world. As accomplished literary personalities,
Shakespeare and Kalidasa have effected a perfect fusion of theme and style.
Nature’s Depiction and Approach to Nature

A pervading note of the dramatists is their love of external nature.
Their knowledge of nature is not only sympathetic, but also minutely accurate.
They seem to reveal in the glowing aspects of nature and undertake to do with
their pen what the landscape painter does with his brush. The lively touch of
imagination and feeling which Kalidasa and Shakespeare impart to the world
they describe often transfigure, elevate and glorify it. The picturesque
descriptions of natural objects and events which are within the range of their
sight and experience is marvellous. They clothe them at times with the
rainbow work of fancy so as to enhance their beauty. Their poetry and plays
contain fine pictures of seasons, mountains, rivers, streams, ocean, trees,
plants, creepers, blossoms, flowers, graves, gardens, enchanting forests,
hermitages, dawn, dusk, day, night, the sun, the moon, the stars, clouds, the
earth, the sky, cities, birds and animals.

In the poetry of Kalidasa the human mind Spreads itself out and
becomes one with the whole of nature. Intense or serene joy in colour and
forms, sounds and smells of nature irradiates his poetry. Birds and animals,
trees and creepers, rivers and mountains, forests and cities appear clothed in
the multiple lights of his richly varied imagination, closely familiar but
wonderfully transformed. This is not unique. What is unique is that this
oneness of the poet’s mind with nature is a union of love. They are humanized
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not by imaginery poetic personation but by being bathed in human love. This
poetic mood and its creations can hardly be found outside his works.

The drama Sakuntalam contains a beautiful picture of the mountain
Hemakuta. It extends from the eastern ocean to the western ocean. It is
reddish-brown and a river flows in golden stream from its summits. The
mountain resembles the mass of clouds in the evening time when sunshine
reflects on it. In the Tempest, Shakespeare has created a wonderful,
enchanting island, sea, trees, plants and presented a magnificent picture of
nature. Both are great admirers of nature and in their poems, they bring a
grand picture of trees, plants, creepers, blossoms and flowers.

However, there exists difference of approach of characters in both plays
to nature. To Prospero it was a hated prison-house, and so it was to Miranda.
When the time for departure came there was no regret on any side. It was a
relief to Prospero and Miranda, as well as to Caliban and Ariel, as one feels to
the island being freed, and the other oppression of domineering black magic
being lifted. This is in contrast with the departure of Shakuntala from the
hermitage for her royal husband’s home in the celebrated fourth act of
Kalidasa’'s drama. The upbringing of Shakuntala in the hermitage, which make
her feel a deep kinship with nature, conscious and unconscious and she had
become a part of it, as it were, of both nature and the hermitage. Her simplicity
and innocence are not the result of ignorance, but of the deeper and innate
purity of her nature so that the magic of the poet’s art makes the wonderful
Fourth Act seem natural and inevitable to the reader.

Comparison between Miranda and Shakuntala

There is a detailed account of paternal love in both the plays. Sakuntala
is too affectionate and she grows under the loving care of the great sage Kanva.
With an unbounded filial love, she looks upon him as her father. Even at the
weakest moment of her erotic susceptibility, she is conscious of the duty she
owes to him. However, she yields to the power of her own impulse and to the
persuasion of her lover regarding the Gandharva marriage.

In the Tempest also Miranda is too obedient and affectionate to her
father Prospero. While she puts up a strong plea for Ferdinand's innocence,
she is not forgetful of her duty to her father, as a daughter who deeply
appreciates and esteems her father's care and affection, she preserves an
exquisite balance between duty and love. Prospero educates Miranda and he
dedicates his whole life to her welfare. The log-bearing test is to prove his
choice of a right match for Miranda.
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Moreover, in the Tempest and the Sakuntalam women are portrayed
as symbols of chastity and purity. In love they outshine one another. They are
paragons of innocence and modesty. Both Miranda and Sakuntala are very
simple but constant in their love. In the development of love, Shakespeare and
Kalidasa show the seed of passion blossoming forth in an exquisite charm.

However, there exists external similarity and the intrinsic difference
between the Tempest and its heroine, Miranda, and the Abhijnanashakuntalam
and its heroine Shakuntala. As Shakespeare paints her, Miranda’s simplicity
and innocence spring mainly from her ignorance of men and women in society.
She has been brought up from childhood in the exclusive company of her
father, in an uninhabited island in the ocean, for Caliban and Ariel can hardly
be called companions. Except for his affection for her, she had never seen any
tenderness in words or deeds towards anything else. She had only seen the
harshness of a slave driver. For Prospero’s relation with both Caliban and Ariel
was the relation of the master towards his slaves, one deeply rebellious and
kept constantly under the lash to get work from him, and other timid and
obedient, perhaps under the deeper influence of magic, for whom a promise of
release from bondage was all that was necessary. Even Miranda’s womanly
heart did not extend any feeling of tenderness towards Ariel. He was only her
father’s slave and hers. And the slave had no feelings for her either.

Depiction of Love

Kalidasa's and Shakespeare's concepts of love are very similar to each
other and this is obvious in their works. Especially in dramas, it plays a vital
role in the development of the plot. Shakespeare's great tragedies, comedies,
romances have love as a driving force and this makes the stories highly
excellent in description and narration. Kalidasa's dramas are filled with the
love and passion of man and woman. Both dramatists make the lovers fall in
love at first sight and love is blind. Their love is born of a frank and mutual
admiration of personality. There is mutual sympathy, excitement, purity and
innocence. As for their general treatment of love, women profess that they
cannot leave their lovers because they love them heart of heart. Lovers try to
outshine each other and seem to gain strength, charm and wit. Of course,
physical charm plays its part here, combined with passion and suffering in
forced separation. The suffering of the lovers is as beautiful as their happiness
in union. Kalidasa and Shakespeare thus deserve the title 'poets of love',
which they have earned for themselves.Their special greatness lies in the
perfect and minute observation and definition of physical love. It almost looks
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as if they were of the opinion that man's tenderness in love is a later growth
whereas woman's tenderness in love is instinctive, innate and natural. Both
say that the hunt of love is a delight but mere physical rapture leads often to
trouble and has to be spiritualized into the abiding peace of emotional
tenderness.

However, between the loves of Ferdinand and Miranda, and of
Dushyanta and Shakuntala there is a striking external similarity—Ferdinand,
the Prince and Miranda, the maid of an all but solitary ocean island, Dushyanta,
the King and Shakuntala, the maid of the hermitage, in society but not of it.
However, Kalidasa does not stop where Shakespeare has stopped in the
delineation of love. The first flush of joyous delight and desire in young love
has been painted by Kalidasa in intensely beautiful poetry, both in the
Shakuntalam and in the Kumarasambhavam. But he has gone on to show in
both that this beauty is ephemeral and is not to be trusted. For full
consummation this love requires the penance of pain and a second and
maturer love, as it were, between the lovers. This second love as the real
fulfilment of the first Kalidasa has painted both in the Shakuntalam and in the
Kumarasambhavam. To quote Rabindranath Tagore, “ Kalidasa has not
refused to recognize the hurricane strength of this first love which smashes
every barrier in its way, but has not exhausted the tribute of his poetry in
celebration of its victory”. Further, Goethe speaks of the Shakuntalam as a
drama in which one sees both the blossoms of the young Spring and the
mature fruit of the late Autumn and Earth and Heaven at the same time.

Role of Supernatural Forces. The similar concepts of supernatural elements
is found in Kalidasa's Abhijnanasakuntalam and Shakespeare's the
Tempest. In both dramas one finds the use of supernatural agency almost in
every act. The elements are so excellently woven into the structure of the plot
that they do not obstruct its smooth movement. They use supernatural
agencies to dominate the play with liveliness and ecstasy. In the beginning the
consequences of the dominance may not be seen but in the final stage these
agencies reveal themselves as masters of the play by giving it a fruitful ending.

In the Sakuntalam, in the very first act, it is known that Sakuntala is a
semi-divine being born of the union of Menaka, a celestial nymph (an apsaras)
and the great sage Visvamitra. At the end of the second and third acts, demons
disturb the ritual sacrifies in the pious grove of Kanva. In the first scene of the
Act IV the curse of sage Durvasas on Sakuntala makes Dushyanta forget
Sakuntala and his gandharva marriage to her of Kanva's hermitage. This
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supernatural event leads to the repudiation of Sakuntala and the separation of
the lovers until the curse is annulled at Dushyanta's restoration of the token
ring from the fisherman.

In the Tempest Prospero is bestowed with the powers of a medieval
magician. He uses magic for the beneficent purpose of bringing the sinners to
repentance. The supernatural machinery is an integral part of the Tempest.
The initiation and the development of the action of the play are intimately
connected with magic. Thus, in the opening scene of the play Shipwreck is
brought about by Prospero's magic. The supernatural element is always
introduced by Shakespeare to serve a dramatic purpose. In the Tempest the
supernatural is the very basis of the structure of the play. The action of the
play stands or falls with it.

In the Sakuntalam the curse and in the Tempest the magic are the
supernatural elements speeding up the action of the dramas. It is true that
Shakespeare and Kalidasa use supernatural elements with the prime motive of
achieving union, reconciliation and a happy ending, yet it is the supernatural
which prevails throughout the plays. Their works have been translated into
almost all the important languages of the world and most of them have been
filmed. The plays enjoy such world-wide popularity because they mirror every
aspect of life. Their themes of love, nature, humour, fights, pathos, plot,
dialogue, story, song, philosophical truth, beautiful passages of poetry are
similar in both their writings. Naturally, they delight the hearts of the people of
most varied tastes. Even their characters are strongly humanized and have
universal value. They are neither gods nor devils, but real human beings with
common human weaknesses and virtues, similar joys, sorrows and moved by
similar passions. They simply recreate the reality of life. They are veritable
living men and women and there is nothing ungenuine about them.
Shakespeare and Kalidasa knew that in life Good and Evil do not exist in
watertight compartments, but invariably mingle together in human nature.
This is so because they are moved by the elemental passions common to all
humanity.

Kalidasa is not only one of the greatest saints but also the literary and
political geniuses of the world. The Western admirers of Kalidasa, Sir William
Jones and Sir Monier Williams, called him 'the Shakespeare of India'.
Schlegel assigns him a high position among the glorious Sons of Songs.
Humbolt assured him a lofty place among the poets of all nations. Arthur
Ryder also pays his homage to the poet and cites the account given by Levi in
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his book Le Theatre Indian. Jayadev, the famous author of the incomparable
lyric, the Gita-Govind, calls Kalidasa “Kavi-Kula-Guru' (the Guru of all poets).
Kalidasa occupies this unique position not merely for his diction but also for
his charm and selection of vocabulary. It is the place which he attains by his
high and uniform moral content of his poetry.

Kalidasa and Shakespeare, as perfect literary artists, have greatly
influenced the world of thought and action through their dramas. They were
not of an age but are of all ages. Their dramas show an unrivalled elegance,
felicity of expression, a mastery of rhythm and melody.

In the words of William Wordsworth (about a poet) it can be said that
Kalidasa and Shakespeare are,

Endued with more lively sensibility, more
Enthusiasm and tenderness, who has a greater,
Knowledge of human nature, and a more
Comprehensive soul, than are supposed to be
Common among mankind.... (Wilson 1)

ENGLISH LITERATURE

English literature is generally seen as beginning with the epic poem
Beowulf, the most famous work in Old English, which was written in England
sometime between the 8th and the early 11th century. Despite being set in
Scandinavia Beowulf has achieved national epic status in England. The next
important landmark is the works of the poet Geoffrey Chaucer (c. 1343-1400),
especially The Canterbury Tales. Then during the Renaissance, especially the
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late 16th and early 17th centuries, major drama and poetry was written by
Edmund Spenser, William Shakespeare, Ben Jonson, John Donne and others.
Another great poet, from later in the 17th century, was John Milton (1608-74),
author of the epic poem Paradise Lost (1667). The late 17th and the early 18th
centuries are particularly associated with satire, especially in the poetry of
John Dryden and Alexander Pope, and the prose works of Jonathan Swift. The
18th century also saw the first British novels in the works of Daniel Defoe,
Samuel Richardson, and Henry Fielding, while the late 18th and early 19th
centuries were the period of the Romantic poets, such as Wordsworth,
Coleridge, Shelley and Keats.

It was in the Victorian era (1837-1901) that the novel became the
leading literary genre in English, dominated especially by Charles Dickens, but
there were many other significant writers, including the Bronté sisters, and
then Thomas Hardy, in the final decades of the 19th century. America began to
produce major writers in the 19th century, including novelist Herman Melville,
author of Moby Dick (1851) and the poets Walt Whitman and Emily Dickinson.
Another American, Henry James, was a major novelist of the late 19th and
early 20th century, while Polish-born Joseph Conrad was one of the most
important British novelists of the first decade of the 20th century.

Irish writers were especially important in the 20th century, including
James Joyce and later Samuel Beckett, both central figures in the Modernist
movement. Americans, like poets T. S. Elliot and Ezra Pound and novelist
William Faulkner, were other important modernists. In the mid 20th century
major writers started to appear in the various countries of the British
Commonwealth, including several Nobel laureates. Many major writers in
English in the 20th and 21st centuries have come from outside the United
Kingdom. The term Post Modern Literature is used to describe certain
tendencies in post-World War II literature. It is a continuation of the
experimentation championed by writers of the modernist period, relying
heavily, for example, on fragmentation, paradox, questionable narrators, etc. It
is also a reaction against the enlightenment ideas implicit in Modernist
literature.

ERA OF ENGLISH LITERATURE:
0Old English literature: c.450-1066
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The old English literature, or the Anglo-Saxon literature, encompasses
the surviving literature written in Old English in Anglo-Saxon England, in the
period after the settlement of the Saxons and other Germanic tribes in
England, as the Jutes and the Angles, c.450, after the withdrawal of the
Romans, and "ending soon after the Norman Conquest" in 1066; that is, c.
1100-50. These works include genres such as Epic poetry, hagiography,
sermons, Bible translations, legal works, chronicles, riddles, and others. In all
there are about 400 surviving manuscripts from the period. The oral tradition
was very strong in early English culture and most literary works were written
to be performed and Epic poems were thus very popular. In all there are about
400 surviving manuscripts from the period.

Middle English literature: 1066-1500

In this period religious literature continued to enjoy popularity and
Hagiographies were written, adapted and translated, for example, The Life of
Saint Audrey, Eadmer's (c. 1060 - c. 1126) contemporary biography of Anselm
of Canterbury, and the South English Legendary. At the end of the 12th
century, Layamon's Brut adapted Wace to make the first English-language
work to discuss the legends of Arthur and the Knights of the Round Table. It
was also the first historiography written in English since the Anglo-Saxon
Chronicle. In this century a new form of English now known as Middle English
evolved. This is the earliest form of English which is comprehensible to
modern readers and listeners, albeit with difficulty.

Middle English lasted until the 1470s, when the Chancery Standard, a
London-based form of English, became widespread and the printing press
started to standardize the language. At this time in England literature was
being written in various languages, including Latin, Norman-French, and
English: the multilingual nature of the audience for literature in the 14th
century is illustrated by the example of John Gower (c. 1330 - October 1408).
Significant religious works were also created in the 14th century, including
works by an anonymous author in the manuscript called the Katherine Group,
by Julian of and Richard Rolle. In the middle Ages, drama in the vernacular
languages of Europe may have emerged from religious enactments of the
liturgy. Mystery plays were presented on the porch of the cathedrals or by
strolling players on feast days.

English Renaissance: 1500-1660
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It is associated with the Pan-European Renaissance that is usually
regarded as beginning in Italy in the late 14th century. Like most of the
northern Europe, England saw little of these developments until more than a
century later. Renaissance style and ideas, however, were slow in penetrating
England, and the Elizabethan era in the second half of the 16th century is
usually regarded as the height of the English Renaissance.

Elizabethan and Jacobean period (1558-1625)

During the reigns of Elizabeth I (1558-1603) and James [ (1603-25), a
London-centered culture, both courtly and popular, produced great poetry and
drama. English playwrite combined the influence of the Medieval theatre with
the Renaissance's rediscovery of the Roman dramatists, Seneca, for tragedy
and Plautus and Terence, for comedy. Italy was an important source for
Renaissance ideas in England and the linguist and lexicographer John Florio
(1553-1625), whose father was Italian, a royal language tutor at the Court of
James I, who had furthermore brought much of the Italian language and
culture to England. William Shakespeare (1564-1616) stands out in this
period as a poet and playwright as yet unsurpassed. Shakespeare was not a
man of letters by profession and probably had only some grammar in his
school education.

Late Renaissance: 1625-1660

The Metaphysical poets John Donne (1572-1631) and George Herbert
(1593-1633) were still alive after 1625, and later in the 17th century a second
generation of metaphysical poets were writing, including Richard Crashaw
(1613-49), Andrew Marvell (1621-1678), Thomas Traherne (1636 or 1637-
1674) and Henry Vaughan (1622-1695). The Cavalier poets were another
important group of 17th-century poets, who came from the classes that
supported King Charles I during the English Civil War (1642-51). (King
Charles reigned from 1625 and was executed 1649).

Neo-Classical Period: 1660-1798
Restoration Age: 1660-1700

Main articles: Restoration literature and Restoration Comedy.
Restoration literature includes both Paradise Lost and the Earl of Rochester's
Sodom, the high spirited sexual comedy of the Country Wife and the moral
wisdom of Pilgrim's Progress.
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Augustan Literature (1700-1750)

Main articles : The 18th-century literature and the Augustan literature.
During the 18th century literature reflected the worldview of the Age of
Enlightenment (or Age of Reason): a rational and scientific approach to
religious, social, political and economic issues that promoted a secular view of
the world and a general sense of progress and perfectibility.

19th-Century Literature

Romanticism (1798-1837)
Main articles: Romanticism and Romanticism in Scotland. Romanticism

was an artistic, literary and intellectual movement that originated in Europe
toward the end of the 18th century. Various dates are given for the Romantic
period in British literature, but here the publishing of Lyrical Ballads in 1798
is taken as the beginning, and the crowning of Queen Victoria in 1837 as its
end, even though, for example, William Wordsworth lived until 1850 and both
Robert Burns and William Blake published before 1798.

Victorian Literature (1837-1901)

The main articles are Victorian literature which is also known as
American literature (sections 4-6). It was in the Victorian era (1837-1901)
that the novel became the leading literary genre in English. Women played an
important part in this rising popularity both as authors and as readers.
Monthly serializing of fiction encouraged this surge in popularity, due to a
combination of the rise of literacy, technological advances in printing, and
improved economics of distribution. It includes the Victorian novels and
Victorian drama.

English Literature Since 1901
The main article is Modernist literature. It includes the literature from
1901 to 1939 and 1940 to 21st century.

20th-Century Genre Literature
The main article in this literature is Genre fiction.

SANSKRIT LITERATURE
Sanskrit literature bears its first initiations with the Vedas and
continues with the Sanskrit Epics of Iron Age. The golden age of Classical
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Sanskrit literature dates back to late Antiquity (approximately the 3rd to 8th
centuries A.D). Sanskrit literature traces its roots back to the Vedic Age.
Alexander's conquest of India was a significant episode in Sanskrit literature,
which was fundamental to lay stress on Sanskrit drama. Despite the influence,
Sanskrit plays uphold their individualism and subjects of the plays ranged
from tragedy to light comedy. Many Sanskrit dramatists are also known to
have based their works pivoting around the plot of the Ramayana and the
Mahabharata. Sanskrit was the language spoken by a cultured minority.
Sanskrit in Vedas and Upanishads The four Vedas in Sanskrit literature - Rig
Veda, Yajur Veda, Sama Veda and Atharva Veda, each with a principal Samhita
and a number of circum-Vedic genres, also includes Brahmanas, Aranyakas
and Vedanga. The basic period of Vedic literary activity falls between the 9th
to 7th centuries, when the various shakhas had amassed, collected and
memorized their particular corpus.

Era of Sanskrit Literature
Sanskrit Sutra Literature

Sutra literature under Sanskrit literature was the upcoming genre that
had indeed witnessed much advancement in ancient Indian literary forms.
Late Iron Age scholarship (ca. 500 to 100 B.C.E.) had built up knowledge into
the cardinal Sutra treatises. The Sanskrit Sutra treatises had included the
Vedanga and the religious or the philosophical Brahma Sutras, the Yoga Sutras
and the Nyaya Sutras. In the Vedanga categories of grammar and phonetics, no
author perhaps has had impressed greater influence than Panini with his
Ashtadhyayi (ca. 5th century B.C.).

Sanskrit Literature in Hindu Epics

The evolution of Sanskrit literature indeed had happened in a rhythmic
and systematic manner with each period significantly following its
predecessor. The Epic Age with their priceless Sanskrit Epic poetry had
appeared approximately between the 6th to 1st centuries B.C. It also
witnessed the authoring and editing of the two great epics, the Mahabharata
and the Ramayana.

Classical Sanskrit Literature

The Classical Period of Sanskrit literature dates back to the Gupta
period and the consecutive pre-Islamic Middle kingdoms of India. Sanskrit
drama had catapulted forth during the final pre-Christian centuries, influenced
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in part by Vedic mythology and partly by Hellenistic drama. Sanskrit drama
indeed had touched its peak sky-high limit within the 4th and 7th centuries.
The celebrated Sanskrit dramatists include Shudraka, Bhasa, Asvaghosa and of
course, Kalidasa.

Later Sanskrit Literature

The period of later Sanskrit literature is acknowledged to have begun
post the Classical Sanskrit development and culmination, precisely after the
10th century. Some significant works from the 11th century literary genre
comprise the Katha saritsagara and the Gita Govinda. The Kathasaritsagara by
Somadeva in Sanskrit was an 11th century poetic adaptation of Brihat-katha
penned during 5th century B.C. in the Paishachi language. The Gita Govinda by
the Oriya born Sanskrit composer Jayadeva is the account of Lord Krishna's
passion for Radha. The Ashtapadis of the Gita Govinda also establishes itself as
a staple theme in the Bharatnatyam and the Odissi classical dance
performances.

Modern Sanskrit Literature

Sanskrit language has evolved and with the passage of time several new
literary works have been created in this literature. Vidyadhar Shastri had
composed two epic poems named 'Mahakavya', along with seven short poems,
three songs known as 'stavana kavya' and three plays. Other modern Sanskrit
works involve minor works on 'Prasthanatrayi' and others. Jagadguru
Rambhadracharya and Abhiraja Rajendra Mishra are among the learned
scholars in the field of Sanskrit literature in modern times. The daily
employment of Sanskrit for general literature and literary purposes beyond
the 11th century, indeed had suffered a sudden decline. This was due to the
incredible emergence of literature in vernacular Indian languages. Sanskrit
however continued to be utilised for Hindu religious rituals and philosophical
literatures. Sanskrit literature conforms to grammatical rules particularly to
the work authored by Panini around 500 BC. Sanskrit literature is flexible,
polished, expressive and direct. The Yoga Sutras of Patanjali and Upanishads
were all translated into foreign languages like Persian and Arabian due to their
rich quality. The Panchatantra was also translated into Persian.

Relationship between English Literature and Sanskrit Literature
“The Sanskrit language, whatever be its antiquity, is of wonderful
structure; more perfect than the Greek, more copious than the Latin, and more
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exquisitely refined than either, yet bearing to both of them a stronger affinity,
both in the roots of verbs and in the forms of grammar, than could not possibly
have been produced by accident; so strong indeed, that no philologer could
examine them all three, without believing them to have sprung from some
common source which, perhaps, no longer exists; there is a similar reason,
though not quite so forcible, for supposing that both the Gothick and the
Celtick, though blended with a very different idiom, had the same origin with
the Sanskrit; and the old Persian might be added to the same family”

So said Sir William Jones - the English Philologist who for the first time
in 1786 suggested in his book “The Sanscrit Language” that the Greek and the
Latin were related to Sanskrit and perhaps the even Gothic the Celtic and the
Persian languages were related to Sanskrit.

It was this work which later gave birth to the so called Proto-Indo-
European theory which instead of looking into Sanskrit being the root
language of all Indo-European languages, suggests that all Indo-European
languages including Sanskrit came from another so far unheard of language
called PIE or Proto-Indo-European language.

Be it Greek, Latin, English, Hindi, Lithuanian - Sanskrit is the mother of
all Languages. Even Scholars like Voltaire, Immanuel Kant etc. believed that
Sanskrit was the root of all Indo-European languages.

“I am convinced that everything has come down to us from the banks of
the Ganges” said Voltaire. He believed that the “Dynasty of Brahmins taught
the rest of the world”.

“Mankind together with all science must have originated on the roof of
the world ie the Himalayas” declared Immanuel Kant.

Both the literature initiated with the epics. The Sanskrit literature
begins with the epics of irony where the English literature is with the epics of
poem. The Sanskrit literature is one of the oldest literatures with respect to
other languages. The Sanskrit articles are more focused on the Vedas, epics of
irony, the Upanishads where at the same time the English articles are on the
poem and drama and novels. The English article modified into many languages
and many poems were written considering the many aspects like human
tendency, nature and society. The basic relations in both the litreture are both
languages are developed with respect to the time for the betterment of the
society and improvement of the language. The many word of English is
originated from Sanskrit. The literature states the basic culture and valuable
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message to the society. We can observe the development of the grammar and
phrases with the running frame of time.

All I do is present below a list of English words which are derived from
Latin/Greek/Persian which are in turn derived from Sanskrit. Indians will be
quick enough to recognize these words in their own language since most
Indian languages have also originated from Sanskrit and even the other
languages have a great deal of Sanskrit influence on them.

Just to
make it clear the below list does not contain Sanskrit words that have been
directly borrowed into English in recent times like Karma, Avatar, Mantra,
Guru, Cheetah, Pundit, Juggernaut, Nirvana, Lakh etc. but lists only those
English words which were derived from Sanskrit as English evolved by

borrowing words from Greek/Latin etc.
